Trrs Table is designed to show the amount of the increased demand for temporary

advances, which almost invariably occurs at the end of each quarter.

This demand, which is to a great extent consequent on the accumulation in the hands

of the Bank of England, and the Banks generally, of the funds required for the payment

of the Government and other dividends, was formerly much heavier at the end of June and
December—the half-years—than at the end of the first and third quarters, in March and
September ; but since 1884 this rule seems to have been modified in respect of the March
quarter, possibly by exceptional circumstances. The experience of a few years may show

whether this modification may be considered permanent.
